WELCOME TO LIFE at UCF — Below is some information about LIFE. Please stop by the LIFE Member
Relations desk before meetings or during the break in the foyer outside the Pegasus Ballroom, if you have any
questions.

NEW MEMBER DOCUMENTS

NAMETAGS - Please wear your nametag to every LIFE meeting; the nametag must be visible to enter the
Pegasus Ballroom, ensuring that only members attend lectures.

PARKING PASSES - When parking on campus, the pass must hang from your rearview mirror. You may park
in any campus garage or any lot designated STUDENT PARKING (and only in spaces marked “D” or not
marked). Do not park in spaces A, B and C as they are reserved for faculty and staff only and will result in a
ticket should you park there. It is UCF policy that you CANNOT back in. The campus police will issue a ticket
to anyone not having a UCF parking pass even if parked in the approved areas. YOU DO NOT NEED A
VIRTUAL PARKING PERMIT.

NOTE: If you lose your parking pass, LIFE charges $10 for a replacement.

*LIFE STUDENT ID CARD (*Not included in Limited Introductory Membership): Being a student at LIFE
comes with many privileges and advantages. LIFE will assist you in obtaining your UCF student ID during
Orientation and the first few weeks of Lectures. If you are not able to attend orientation you can get your
LIFE at UCF Student ID card made for you by going to the Card Services Office, on UCF campus. This office is
located opposite the UCF Main Book Store near the Chick-fil-A restaurant. You will need a valid photo ID to
take to the Card Services Office. LIFE at UCF will pay the fee for your Student ID. Please note that if you
lose your LIFE Student ID card you will be charged a $15 replacement fee. Renewal members whose 1D’s
expired will need to contact Jacqueline Ulacia at Jacqueline.Ulacia@ucf.edu before going to Card Services.

*Technology Center (*UCF Student ID Required): LIFE members can visit the UCF Technology Center
located in Tech Commons Il for educational discounts on all computers, tablets, and other devices. You will
need to show your LIFE Student ID.

*Athletic Events (*UCF Student ID Required): Except for football and basketball, LIFE members can attend
all athletic events on campus at no cost by showing their LIFE student ID.

*UCF Theatre & Concerts (*UCF Student ID Required) : LIFE members can enjoy free or reduced student
rates to most events with the LIFE Student ID.

UCF Partnerships/Volunteer Opportunities - LIFE partners with many departments and colleges at the
University. LIFE members are mentors, volunteer at the College of Medicine and College of Nursing and
volunteer to support UCF funded research. Announcements to participate in these activities are made
during the announcements on Tuesday morning and are shared in the weekly emails.

Knights Helping Knights & Toys for Tots: The UCF food pantry provides food to students who are in need;
we collect food and donations for this worthy cause, twice a year, but donations are welcome at any time.
A Toys for Toys toy drive is held every year in conjunction with the UCF Campus Police.
Giving back to UCF: A significant portion of dues collected from our members is given back to UCF faculty
and graduate students in the form of grants to support their individual research projects. Additionally,
separate awards are applied for, and granted to, researchers whose purpose it is to learn more about aging.
LIFE prides itself on providing grant money to act as seed money to get worthwhile projects started.
LIFE at UCF Disability, Aging & Technology Endowed Scholarship: The Learning Institute for Elders at UCF
Scholarship Fund provides scholarship awards to enrolled UCF students engaged in studies related to social,
psychological, biological, and educational aspects of senior, elder and aging adults.
This endowed scholarship fund was established through the generosity and philanthropy of LIFE’s
members. Presently, the scholarship provides about $1600 annually in perpetuity to UCF students.
